1. Motions / Resolutions
a. Motion entitlement per group: 2

b. Word limit: 200

c. Deadline to submit motions: Saturday 22 February 2014 
Motions will be taken in three 'zones' and groups can submit a total of two motions. As we have limited time we would encourage groups to keep to one motion if possible. We will be compositing motions and anything that has been taken out of composited motions may be put as a separate amendment. 
Please note that this process has been agreed due to time limitations. This also means that there is no guarantee that everyone that submits a motion will be able to speak to it.
2. Who can submit a motion
Motions will only be accepted from recognised delegations and not from individuals.
3. Delegation Entitlement
For clarity, delegation entitlement is as follows: 

a. Every local People's Assembly: a maximum of 10 delegates.

b. Local and regional union trade union organisations, including trades councils and students’ unions: 2 delegates

c. Local anti-cuts campaigns that are recognised signatories of the People’s Assembly: 2 delegates.

d. National trade unions: 10 delegates

e. National campaign organisations: 5 delegates.

b. Structure. We need to agree a minimum national structure for the PA on including election of its steering committee. 

c. Our aims. We need to agree a statement of our campaigns aims or a charter of demands.
