Occupation Installation

Occupation Installation is a project from Bristol Based photographer Lisa Furness. Lisa spent November 2011 visiting occupation sites near Bristol and talking to the protesters. You can read the interviews she conducted and see her pictures of the camps on the Occupation Installation website.

The project was inspired by the collaborative & organic nature of the Occupation and is intended as an art event celebrating & documenting the movement.

The idea is to pool the experiences of the people across the world that took part in the Occupation Movement in to a series of public and collaborative installations put together by Bristol artists. These will appear in public places across the city of Bristol (UK) over a one month period and will stay up for as long as they are allowed to.

The hope is that these installations will provide an opportunity for us to reflect upon the debates of the past year, and will bring some of the issues and ideas that were generated by this movement into the public forum. The focus will be on individual experiences of a collective movement and the pieces themselves are intended to be the result of collaborative effort between the campaigners and the art community.

The event will start on April 15th which will be the 6 month anniversary of the Occupy Movement arriving in the UK and it will end on May 15th in recognition of the Spanish May 15th protests. Occupation Installation will be a part of the Bristol Festival of Photography to bring the installations to the widest possible audience.

· We need a team of creative people to help take the submissions and create imaginative and effective installations out of them. 

· We need donated materials and tools to create the pieces and we need a location where we can plan & construct them.

· We need people to help transport materials and artwork.

· We need location scouts and people to advise on health & safety to ensure none of the installations cause a danger or inconvenience to the public. The intention is to engage the wider population, not to alienate them.

· The aim is to run this project on nothing but good will, but we may need to raise some funds at some point so we need people who are good at fundraising and haggling.   

The planning and construction of the pieces will start in Bristol in March 2012. 

There will be an initial meeting to discuss ideas on February 15th.
